CONCLUSIONS OF LAW
36. Dissolution - The bonds of matrimony existing between the petitioner and the respondent are dissolved.

37. Parenting Plan or Custody - The petitioner is granted the sole legal custody and sole physical custody of the minor child/ren of the marriage, namely:

Definition of Mediation.  Mediation is a voluntary process entered into by the parties.  In this process, the parties continue direct communication but with the assistance of a neutral person who is the mediator, which mediator has no authority to require any concession or agreements.  A good faith effort shall be made to resolve any claim or controversy arising between the parties.

b.
Selection of Mediator.  HENNEPIN COUNTY FAMILY COURT SER​VICES shall be named as mediator.  Alternatively, the mediator shall be named by mutual agree​ment of the parties or by obtaining a list of five qualified persons and by alternately striking names.

c.
Duties and Responsibilities of Mediator.  The mediator shall have the duty and responsibility to assist the parties in resolving all issues submitted for mediation.

d.
Duty to Cooperate and Complete.  Both parties shall cooperate and operate in good faith to resolve all matters in dispute with the assistance of the mediator.

e.
Payment of Costs.  Both parties shall share the mediator's fees and disburse​ments equally unless they mutually agree otherwise.  The mediator shall provide the parties with his/her fee and disbursement schedule, in advance of mediation.

f.
Confidentiality and Privilege.  Within the limits of the law, the mediator will accord confidentiality and privilege to all communications with the parties.

g.
Mediator as Witness.  The mediator shall not participate as a witness, collat​eral contact or attorney in a custody or parenting time study or inquiry involving either party.  Further, neither party may ever call the mediator as a witness to testify in any proceeding involving their child/ren or the subject matter of the mediation.

h.
Compromise or Offers to Compromise During Mediation or Arbitration.  State Statute shall be applicable through​out the entire process of media​tion.

i.
Applicability of Dispute Settlement Procedures.  The above procedure(s) shall apply to any claims or contro​versies regarding parenting time.

j.
Exhaustion of Remedies.  The above procedure shall be followed before either party may apply to the Court for relief.

When ordered, child support is payable until each child reaches the age of 18 years, enters the Armed Forces of the United States, is emancipated, self-supporting, or deceased, or o\until each child reaches the age of 20 years if the child is still attending secondary school, or until further Order of the Court.  No arrearages in support due under any previous Order of the Court shall merge with the Judgment and Decree.

NOTICE TO THE PARTIES OF INTEREST ON LATE CHILD SUPPORT

The parties are notified that Minn. Stat. §518A.59 provides for interest to begin accruing on a payment or installment of child support whenever the unpaid amount due is greater than the current support due.

Stat. sec. 62A.21 and the Consolidated Omnibus Budget Reconciliation Act of 1985 (COBRA), P.L. 99-272, Title X, Section 10001, 10002, to continue said coverage pursuant to said statute and to permit the petitioner to have conversion within the statutory period.  That in the event the respondent rem​arries, respondent shall notify the petitioner within five (5) days of the same to provide the petitioner time to secure conver​sion coverage of the group health insurance.  That the petitioner shall notify the respondent of her remarriage within five (5) days of same.  Each party shall keep the other party advised of a current mailing address so long as any such insurance is maintained.  The costs of the medical and hospitaliza​tion coverage obtained by the petitioner or for petitioner's benefit (to the extent that it exceeds the cost for dependent coverage maintained for the benefit of the parties' minor children), shall be at the petitioner's expense, and the respondent shall have no obligation whatsoever to pay for the insurance coverage for the petitioner.  The respondent shall have the costs of the same withheld from his pay, if required, subject to monthly reimbursements by the petitioner within ten (10) days of the due date of the premium.  If the petitioner fails or refuses to provide payment for coverage, the respondent may refuse to have such sums withheld from his pay and the coverage may be terminat​ed.

OR


Neither party shall be obligated to maintain health, hospital or dental insurance for the benefit of the other party.

51. Life Insurance - That the respondent is to keep and maintain in full force and effect a policy or policies of life insurance on himself, naming the petitioner as beneficiary thereof, in an amount not less than respondent's projected future child support and spousal maintenance obligations herein until the respondent is no longer obligated to provide familial support.

That the respondent is to keep in full force and effect the present policies of life insurance maintained on himself, naming the petitioner as beneficiary thereof, in an amount not less than his projected future child support and spousal maintenance obligations herein or the coverage afforded by the existing policies, whichever is lesser, reduced to present value at six (6%) percent, until the respondent is no longer obligated to provide familial support.

That the respondent is to be entitled to reduce the amount of life insurance coverage from time to time as his ultimate projected child support and spousal maintenance obligations are reduced with the passage of time.
