I am writing to request the prompt return of my property. Please be advised that under Minnesota Law Statute § 504B.271 a landlord has 24 hours, after written demand, to allow the tenant to retake possession of their property. The statute reads in part:

“If a landlord, an agent, or other person acting under the landlord's direction or control, in possession of a tenant's personal property, fails to allow the tenant to retake possession of the property within 24 hours after written demand by the tenant or the tenant's duly authorized representative or within 48 hours, exclusive of weekends and holidays, after written demand by the tenant or a duly authorized representative when the landlord, the landlord's agent or person acting under the landlord's direction or control has removed and stored the personal property in accordance with subdivision 1 in a location other than the premises, the tenant shall recover from the landlord punitive damages not to exceed $300 in addition to actual damages and reasonable attorney's fee.”

When a landlord does not allow a tenant to retake possession of their property in accordance with the statute, he or she is liable to the tenant to pay damages to the tenant. If I am not allowed to retake possession of the property, I will be left with no choice but to bring this matter to conciliation court.
